This lecture aims to increase teachers and
parents awareness about this problem and clarify when to refer children for testing procedure
since immediate help would positively enhance their learning.

e Life Long Learning programs

Lecturer: Dr. Heba Hagras

Précis: Life Long learning programs is the new hope for people with disability in Egypt where
illiteracy rate reaches 50% among men with disability and 80% among women with disability, and
where poor and obsolete training is the reality of the situation. Re-education and re-training and
upgrading of skills through Long Life Learning programs comes as the saviour for a meaningful
life that people with disability strive for.

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Stream: LEARNING STYLES (A)
e Auditory Integration Training (AIT)

Lecturer: Dr. Nagwaa Hazzaa
Précis: Auditory Integration Training (AIT) is a program which helps to remediate children with
Sensory Processing Deficits particularly Autism Spectrum Disorders. It comprises of 20 sessions
of listening to electronically filtered music. Pre-program audiological evaluation is an
indispensable step to select children who would benefit from the program. It also sets the basis
for special software manipulations for children with hyper-sensitivity to sounds. The outcome of
this program as reported by specialists, teachers and parents is reflected on improvement in
many aspects of children’s performance. The improvement includes ‘but not limited to’: better eye
contact, response to auditory commands, receptive language and social interaction.

o Effect of Motor Dyspraxia on Learning skills.

Lecturer: Safy Zein

Précis: “My writing is messy my drawings are too; | don’t like my paintings | wish | was like you”_
Dyspraxia is a condition which affects motor development and skills. Typically, a child with
dyspraxia may be seen to be clumsy and poorly coordinated. Dyspraxia impacts the child’'s
learning significantly due to its effect on the gross and fine motor skills such as those used in
writing or drawing, or planning and self-organization. There may also be secondary effects such
as poor self image and limited social acceptance by peers. Experts say that about 10% of
children have some degree of dyspraxia, while approximately 2% suffer from it severely.

e Cognitive abilities as a precursor of academic performance.

Lecturer: Sahar Daoud

Précis: Cognitive skills refer to those skills that allow us to enhance our knowledge, and are the
core of mental abilities that enable us to learn effectively. They support the ability to read,
comprehend, remember, interpret, and analyze information. Well functioning cognitive skills are
essential for academic performance because they underpin higher order thinking and acquisition
of knowledge. When a child’s cognitive skills are weak, academic learning is often a struggle.
When a child’s cognitive skills are strengthened his/her overall learning ability is improved. It
should also be noted that this is not an automatic process but all cognitive skills must be taught
and learned. The aim of this lecture is to highlight the importance of cognitive skills and how to
develop those skills through daily life activities and how weak cognitive skills impact learning

14 year old English Lanquage Learners with SLI.

Précis: English Language Learners with language impairment pose a challenge to the
education system. As a result of their language needs these students have associated difficulties
in reading, reading comprehension and written language. It is important that parents, teachers
and practitioners have a broad understanding of these issues. The purpose of this lecture is to
outline the difficulties experienced by students in upper elementary and middle school, and link
these issues to direct and indirect approaches to methods of intervention

The aim of this lecture is to review the norms for these skills, explore the nature of
related difficulties and highlight some of the effective strategies that can be applied in order for
these children to gain the utmost benefit during such a critical period of their life, thus aiding in
minimizing any possible academic difficulties in the future.

Précis: Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) is a complex, chronic disorder that is
associated with deficits in multiple areas of functioning. Children with ADHD often experience a
variety of difficulties in school settings, including problems with behavior control, academic
achievement, and peer relationships. Medical and home-based interventions, while effective,
rarely are sufficient in decreasing ADHD symptoms over the long term. Empirical studies of
school-based interventions have supported the efficacy of behavioral, academic and social
relationship treatments. In this lecture, the audience will be introduced to these three school-
based intervention strategies, which were proven to reduce the difficulties faced by students with
ADHD and their teachers.

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Stream: TEACHING STRATEGIES (B)
e Building Blocks of Handwriting

Précis: The development of handwriting begins long before a child writes his/her first letter.
Many children who struggle with handwriting, probably had not adequately developed the
foundational skills required to perform the skilled movements and control that are required for
writing, and for them writing becomes a difficult and stressful experience. This workshop will
discuss these underlying components that contribute to the development of handwriting so that
attendees will better understand how to best prepare children for handwriting, as well as how to
help those children who are having difficulties.

Many of the challenges
that face children commonly excluded from mainstream education stem from their relationship to,
and their assimilation of, this sensory environment.
The organization of this sensory context, through shape, space, colour, texture, pattern, light,
temperature and even sense of enclosure, all stem from a design decision. It is this simple
premise that is the basis of the Sensory Design Theory, which states that through the purposeful
manipulation of these sensory sources many learning challenges can be addressed in all
environments, but most importantly, in the classroom.

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Dr. Amani Shalaby Amani Shalaby, MD, Professor of Audiology, Otolaryngology Department,
earned her master and doctorate degrees in Audiology from the Faculty of Medicine, Ain Shams
University. She has many publications in several journals. An experienced Audiologist, Dr. Amani
specializes in diagnosis and management of hearing & balance disorders in children with
learning disabilities (LD), CAPD, ADHD, and ASD. Dr. Amani is a Certified Trainer of KAMPS
method of Auditory Integration Training (AIT), and is the Co-founder of EARCARE Center in
Cairo.

Dr. Ashraf Fawzy Kamel is an Assistant Professor of Pediatrics at the Egyptian National
Research Center. He earned his PhD in Pediatrics from Karolinska Institute, Sweden (1999). Dr.
Ashraf worked as an Affiliate Resident at the Pediatric Department-Huddinge University Hospital,
between 1992-2000.

She worked in the public sector in South Africa providing Occupational Therapy
services to under-resourced areas before joining the Learning Resource Centre (LRC) in Egypt in
2010. She is an active member of the Occupational Therapy Association of South Africa
(OTASA).
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Dr. Dalia Mostafa (Assist. Professor), M.D., M.Sc. Phoniatrics, a member of the American
Speech-Language-Hearing Association and a certified Hanen Speech and Language Pathologist,
Canada, graduated from the Faculty of Medicine, Cairo University in 1993 and has been working
in the field of speech and language pathology for 18 years. She is an Assistant Professor of
Phoniatrics, Faculty of Medicine, Cairo University and the head of Speech & Language
Department at LRC where she has been working for 9 years. She is a member in the medical
committee of the Arab Network of Autism and Head of SLT at the ADVANCE Society.
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Ms. Dalia Wagdi graduated from the Faculty of Arts, Alexandria University, Phonetics
Department in 1992. Dalia started her career as a Speech and Language Therapist (SLT) in a
number of Nurseries in Alexandria and then in in Kuwait, working with Down's syndrome children
for three years. In 2003, Dalia joined the Learning Resource Center and the Advance Society in
Cairo, and worked as a Bilingual SLT and Verbal Behaviour Implementer. Since September,
2008, she has been the Coordinator of the Intensive Communication Program (ICP) at the LRC.
Dalia is a certified Hanen™ speech therapist, and a certified leader for “You Make the Difference”
(YMTD) program from the Hanen™ Centre in Canada. Currently, Dalia is studying for (BACB)
certification of Applied Behavior Analysis.

Ms. Eglal Chenouda, M.A. Sp.Ed. has completed a Masters degree in Special and Inclusive
Education from the Institute of Education, University of London (UOL). Eglal has worked in the
field of speech and language stimulation for children since 1989. Eglal studied for a Diploma in
Speech and Language Therapy from Faculty of Medicine of Ain Shams University. She also
pursued studies in England for rehabilitation for children with stuttering problems and earned a
Diploma of Early Childhood Education from Montessori Institute. Eglal joined SETI Center-Caritas
